The Group's growth, asset quality and profitability, among others, may be adversely affected by a slowdown in one or more of the economies
in which the Group operates, as well as volatile macroeconomic and political conditions: Volatile conditions in the global financial markets
could also have a material adverse effect on the Group, including on the ability of the Group to access capital and liquidity on financial terms
acceptable to the Group, if at all.
