Â Excluding one-offs, the fiscal deficit in 2014 is expected to comply with the 4.0% of GDP 
target (4,8% with one-offs), as higher expenditure is being compensated by stronger 
revenue collection. The 2015 budget target is set at 2.7% of GDP. 

Â The Treasury tapped the market for a 6-year bond, issuing ú1bn, at 1.86% yield. In 2015, 
the Treasury aims to issue ú8.2bn in TBonds. 

Â The resolution of BES into Novo Banco didnôt have a material impact on overall deposits, 
neither in credit dynamics, but risks are for higher volatility in the near future.
